waasqʷii  ʔaqƛ ḥin huuxsʔatu – when are we getting a break? 

ƛaḥʔaqƛ niš huuxsʔatu – we’ll take a break now 

ƛawaaʔaƛ ḥin – are we there yet? 

hiikʷałʔaƛ ḥin hinin – we will be there soon 

łaakšiʔi ciiqciiqasa – please speak your language 

łaakšiʔis hupii – please help me 

čaaniʔis hupii – help me for a minute 

ḥitaqsiʔi – get in (the canoe) 

ḥinułtaʔi – get out (the canoe)
